Program Details

The first two weeks of the program are dedicated to 
intercultural training and language instruction.

Afterwards, students will participate in a ten-week 
research project. Participants will be supported by a 
personal supervisor at the institute.

A German ‘Study-Buddy’ will be assigned to the student 
on the first day of arrival in Germany.

All aspects of this program are conducted in English.

Tuition

Tuition for the program is 3,000 € (approx. 4,000 $). 
There is a non-refundable deposit of 750 € 
(approx. 1,000 $) due upon submission of application.
